· Lack of compliance with bylaws relating to "Unsightly Premises";

· Lack of compliance with bylaws relating to dog control;

· General lack of bylaw enforcement;

· Frost heaves in pavement;

· Lack of compliance with bylaws relating to grass cutting and weed control on town properties;

· Raiding of gardens;

· Lack of compliance with bylaws relating to disposal of refuse in temporary containers;

· Vegetation and silt build-up in, and lack of maintenance of, drainage ditches;  

· Vandalism and graffiti, and

· Partner violence, part of family- domestic violence, is not a gender issue.  Men and women alike fall victim to it.  Yet, the contact page at the Town of Bruderheim website contains no pointers to sources of help for men that became victims of domestic violence.
