Resolutions by the Bruderheim Residents Committee

To the Mayor and the members of the Town Council of Bruderheim:

Re: Ideas on what to do to attract more people that wish to live in Bruderheim <http://fathersforlife.org/Bruderheim.html#intro>

A growing population of residents is essential to the continued existence and beneficial development of small communities.
   Bruderheim residents are concerned that the potential of the Town of Bruderheim to attract new families, especially families


· with children or planning to have children, 

· eager to move to and settle in Bruderheim, 

· that will consider Bruderheim to be a vital and healthy community in which to raise their children, and to entice an optimum number of those children to consider Bruderheim their home in which to stay and continue the community work begun by their parents, 


is seriously impacted by the less than optimum physical appearance of their town.
   Bruderheim has much to offer to families.  However, as much as the advantages offered are a considerable influence in motivating new residents to move to our town and to stay here, those motivations are easily affected and negatively impacted by the physical appearance of our town.

Whereas uncut grass and uncontrolled growth of weeds are widely present in our town;

Whereas our town experiences some raiding of gardens and also experiences some vandalism and presence of graffiti;

Whereas there appears to be a lack of compliance with bylaws regulating dog control;

Whereas there appears to be a lack of compliance with bylaws relating to disposal of refuse in temporary containers;

Whereas there appears to be long-standing lack of enforcement of bylaws relating to "Unsightly Premises" – predominantly on properties owned by our town; and

Whereas there appears to be a general lack of bylaw enforcement,

Therefore be it resolved that the Town of Bruderheim become more diligent in the enforcement of its bylaws, and, furthermore,

Therefore be it resolved that the Town of Bruderheim amends its bylaws pertaining to “Unsightly Premises” so as to make the Town of Bruderheim, too, legally responsible to abide by them.

Whereas there is building up of vegetation and silt in, and lack of maintenance of, drainage ditches; and

Whereas there are numerous and widespread occurrences of frost heaves in the pavement of the roads of our town,

Therefore be it resolved that the Town of Bruderheim become more diligent in maintaining its road network and associated drainage facilities so as to prevent water from seeping into and through the pavement, and subsequently into the roadbeds.

Whereas the website of the Town of Bruderheim contains errors, omissions, misleading and wrongly-phrased statements, and at least one instance of gender discrimination, and

Whereas the website of the Town of Bruderheim is being seriously under-utilized as a tool for the promotion of our town,

Therefore be it resolved that the Town of Bruderheim without delay makes the necessary edits that will correct the errors, omissions and misleading statements, thereby furthering the popularity and visibility of the Town’s website with the Internet user community.
